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The purpose of this study is to understand the factors which affect the
exports of traditional medicine from Thailand by using secondary data from
the period 1990-2004. In terms of methodology, the study is in the form of a
quantitative analysis using a multiple regression model and the Ordinary Least
Squares--OLS--method.

The results of the study found that the factors affecting exports of
traditional medicine from Thailand consist of export prices and the value of
domestic production, both being equal to 97% of the total value. Export prices
and the value of domestic production have a statistically significant
correlation with the value of exports from Thailand, which is in accordance

with the original hypothesis.
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
