The purpose of this study was to evaluate the Master of Arts Program in Home
Economics for Community Development, Faculty of Education, Ramkhamhaeng
University. The CIPP model was used as an evaluation model. The study consisted of
22 samples including five experts,17 graduates employers and 79 populations
including 10 lecturers, 32 graduates and 37 students. The instruments of the study were
5 sets of questionnaires with reliability of .8916, .8297, .8326, .7630 and .8907
respectively.

Research findings showed as follows:

1. The Context evaluation indicated that the curriculum objectives were appropriate at
a high level. The curriculum structure and course descriptions were highly
consistent with the objectives of the curriculum and social situation.

2. The Input evaluation revealed that lecturers and students were appropriate at a high
level ; whereas the educational supporting aeries sufficient at a moderate level.

3. The Process evaluation revealed that the curriculum preparation, implementation
and evaluation were found to be at a high level. The preplanning, teaching
techniques and the evaluation of lecturers were also at a high level.

4. According to The Product evaluation results, the graduates possessed general and

professional qualifications at a high level.
