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ABSTRACT 173640

The purposes of this research were to study and compare educational
philosophy concepts of health education teabhé.rs .and “physical education
teachers ‘with  different ‘sexes, ages, educational background - and workingA
experiences. The research samples (selected by simple random sampling) were
300 health education teachers and physical education teachers at basic
education level in Bangkok. The research instrument used to collect data was a
set of questionnaires which were constructed by the researcher in orde‘r to survey
5 doctrines of educational philosophy concepts of health education teachers and
physical education teachers, namely asceticism, romanticism, pragmatism,
humanistic existentialism, and Buddhism. The questionnaires were consisted of 5
topics: the. purpose of education, curriculum, téachers, students, schools and
teaching — learning process. The data were analyzed by using percentages and
chi-square test.

The conclusions drawn from data analysis were as follows:

1. Educational philosophy concepts of health education teachers and
physical education teachers in general, were mostly inclined‘towards
pragmatism, secondly towards Buddhism, humanistic existentialism, asceticism,
and romanticism consecutively. Considering each concept revealed the

followings:
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1.1 For the purpose of education, health education teachers and
physical education teachers were inclined towards pragmatism the mast (35.1
percent), and towards asceticism the least (8.4 percent)

1.2 For curriculum, health education teachers and physical
education teachers were inclined towards pragmatism the most (32.1 percent),
and towards humanistic existentialism the least (8.3 percent)

| 1.3 For teachers health education teachers and physical
.edu'éé‘ti‘on teécheré Were inclined towards humanistic existentialism the most
(28.4 percent), and towards romanticism the least (6.1 percent)

1.4 For students, health education teachers and physical education _
teachers ‘were_inclin_ed towards pragmatism the most (30.4 percent) and towards
asceticism the least (7.9 percent) -

1.5 For schdc‘)ls, health education teachers and physical education
teachers were inclined towards Buddhism the most (37.8 percent), and towards
romanticism the least (11.3 percent).

16. For teaching - learning process, health education teachers and
physical education teachers were inclined towards pragmatism the most (59.0
percent), and towards romanticism the least (4.7 percent).

2. Comparing the educational philosophy concepts of health
education teachers énd physical education teachers with different sexes, ages
educational backgrouhd ahd working experiences revealed that the educational
philosophy concepts were not statistically different at 0.05 level of significance,
and the educational philosophy concepts were inclined towards pragmatism

the most.
