The purposes of this study were to examine the relationship between
emotional quotient and stress with gender, income, status of family and
faculty of Ramkhamhaeng University’s students.

Four hundred students were randomly selected, using stratified random
sampling from the population 0f 475,211 Ramkhamheang university’s students

in 2004, Correlation, X2 — test and t — test were used to analyse the data.
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The results of this study indicated that

1. Correlation of gender, faculty, status of family and emotional
quotient were non-statistically significance, but there was the relationship
between emotional quotient on reading emotions in others and income
at .05 level.

2. Correlation of gender, faculty, status of family, income and stress
were non-statistically significance at the level of .05

3. There was negative relationship between emotional quotient and

stress at the level of .05 with correlation coefficient of -.278
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
