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This research aims to study the relationship amongst external environmental factors that affect
internal organizational factors that real estate developers experience. .All factors were separated by
the size of entrepreneurs and the period of establishment. In this research, survey questionnaires
were used to gather data from the representatives of real estate developers in Bangkok metropolitan
areas. The received data was then analyzed by statistical methods and by finding the relationship

amongst factors related to internal organizational factors.

The results show that the external environmental factors that affect all real estate operators internal
organizational factors are political stability, the government’s financial policies, and political
infrastructure, laws and regulations factors, economical factors, technological factors and changes of
residential consumers’ demand. All the factors lead to various results in details when the analysis is

done based on the size of companies and the period of establishment.
