The principle objective of this paper is to study the relationships amongst external environmental
factors that affect internal factors of contractor companies. All factors were separated by the size of
company and the period of establishment. In this research, survey questionnaires were used as a tool
to gather data from representatives of construction contractors in Bangkok metropolitan areas. The
received data were then analyzed by statistical methods to find the relationships of factors that

effecting internal factors of contractors.

The results show that the relationships amongst external environmental factors that affect internal
factors of contractors are political stability, legal factors, needs of housing, interest rate, inflation,
price of equipment, demand of labor in the market, other business situations, level of the target
customers of the contractors, technological factors and social factors. The impacts of all the factors
are different when analyzed in detail categorized by the organization size and the period of

establishment.
