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The cost of running a large enterprise includes a large amount of financial
capital. Individuals rarely have sufficient funds for all their business ventures.
It is important to find partners, both Thai and foreign, to supply the necessary
funds. The investment can be set up in various forms.

One of the most important forms is a limited company. However, running a
business as a company may lead to problems conceming the responsibilities of the
partners or investors. For example, who is responsible for the debts or expenses
incurred during the formation and the dissolution of the company; who is responsible
for operating expenses. Moreover, the responsibilities or debts of the company
in relation to third parties, as well as the powers of the directors and the types of

investment must be considered.
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The purpose of this thesis is to study what form the investment should
take and to study treaties, related laws, and regulations about the scope of
responsibility vis a vis company debts, and to suggest ways to improve the relevant
laws.

This thesis was done by doing research in both Thai and foreign journals

and analyzing related Thai and foreign laws.
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
