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ABSTRACT TE145677

The purposes of this study were to investigate opininions of Basic Education
institution committee members about educational management in schools attached to the
Office of Samoeng District Primary Education, Chiang Mai Province and present status and
problems in performing their work of the committces. The sample studied consisted of 169
Basic Education institution committee members in schools attached to the Office of Samoeng
District Primary Education, Chiang Mai Province. The questionnaire was used as the
instrument to collect data which were then analyzed by using means and standard deviations.

The major findings were as follows:

1. Basic Education institution committce members expressed their view about
cducational management at the high level in the aspects of curriculum organization,
instructional management, and measurement and cvaluation. As for the higher average items,
they included; teaching Thai language needed to emphasize on speaking, listening, and writing
skills and conservation of arts and cultures, local traditions as well. For the instructional
management, both theories and practices had to be emphasized, accompanied with moral and
good conscience to develop in students in all aspects of intellectual, physical, emotional and
mind. As for the evaluation, all aspects of applications of results in improving teaching and

learning organization had to be considered and covered.
2. In the aspect of the committee’s performance, it was revealed that all items

concerned were at the high level especially in participation in school’s development activities,
coordinating with other agencies in doing various activities, as well as monitoring students’
behaviors. The problems encountered included; lacks of time, knowledge and understanding
concerning curriculum and instruction, including roles and duties, and also the problem of

travelling to the meetings.
