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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to study village fisheries sub — committee’s opinions
on village fisheries project, to investigate the relationship between personal characteristics and
socio- economic factors of village fisheries sub — committee’s and opinions on village project and
to find out problems, obstacles and recommendations of village fisheries sub — committee to
improve the implementation of village fisheries project more efficiently.

Samples used in this study were 134 village fisheries committee in Mae Tha District,
Laraphun Province from Increased Production of Fish:ries Project, Village Fish Weir Project and
School Fisheries Project. Using questionnaires collected data. Data was analysed by Descriptive
Statisiics, namely, frequency, percentage, arithmetic mean, standard deviation, weight mean score
and chi — square test.

From research findings, it was found that 82.5 percent was male with average age 46
years old. Most educational level was primary education (58.2 percent). Most of them was
married (90.3 percent) with career in horticulture (34.3 percent). Average farm size was 6 rai.
Total average annual income was 69,300 Baht. Position village fisheries sub — committee average
3 years. Fish raising experience average 3 years. No social positions (57.5 percent), and most no
fisheries training (63.4 percent). Having been advised from fisher authorities (66.4 percent) with
lcast agriculture information (61.2 percent).

From research findings, it was found that most fisheries sub — committee (62.7 percent)
agreed with the project implementation while 59 percent agreed with the benefit of the project.

From hypothesis testing, it was found that fish raising experience and social positions
were significantly related to the opinions on implementation village fisheries sub — committee.
While fish raising experience, training experience, social positions and information acquisition
were signiiicantly related to the opinions on projects benefit of village fisheries sub — committee.

Problems and obstacles found were lack of fund, materials, and fish meal, the
cooperation between fisheries sub — committee and members on project implementation. The
committee and members did not pay attention to the project. As for the sclection of the sub —
committee only these who had fish raising experience should be selected. Besides, training on

fisheries should be organized for the sub — committee.
