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The purposes of this study were: (1) to study the emotional quotient (2)
the social environment and (3) the relationship between the social
environment and the emotional quotient of students Bangkok Metropolis II in
vocational education institutes under the Vocational Education Commission,
Ministry of Education.

The sample group of this study consisted of 377 students studying in
the first, second and third year at the vocational certificate level enrolling in
the second semester of 2004 academic year from Don Muang Technical
College and Pathum Thani Technical College. The main tool used in this
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study consisted of a three-part questionnaire: the first section collected
information on the respondent’s personal background, the second on the social
environment and the third on the emotional quotient. The data analyzed in this
study consisted of frequencies, percentages, means and standard deviation; a
t-test (independent) technique was used in comparing the emotional quotient
of students in different social environments and Pearson’s Product-Moment
Correlation Coefficient technique was used to determine the relationship
between the social environment and the emotional quotient of students.

The results of the study are as follows:

1. The students have a normal emotional quotient of 60.5 percent.

2. The social environment of the students is at a high level of 52.0 percent.

3. Students from different family environments have a different emotional
quotient, the difference being statistically significant at 0.05; that is, students
whose family environment is rated at a high level possess a higher emotional
quotient than students whose family environment is lower.

4. Students from different school environments have different emotional
quotients, the difference being statistically significant at 0.05; that is, the
students whose school environment is rated at a high level possess higher
emotional quotients than students whose school environment is rather low.

5. There is a statistically significant relationship between students’
social environment and emotional quotient at 0.01, with a Pearson’s Product-

Moment Correlation Coefficient of 0.416.
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
