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Abduction continues to take place in Thailand. It has become a national
problem that affects the country’s international reputation and also impacts on
domestic law and order. The abducted child is the injured person in a criminal
case but this also applies to civil cases. From a feasibility study, it was found
that it is extremely complicated for a compensation claim in a civil case of
child abduction if there is also a criminal case involved. Current laws do not
provide effective child protection. The government should adjust the law to
remedy the situation, so that compensation claims for abduction provide adequate
protection for children.

The government has to revise the criminal procedural law concerning
Public Prosecutor litigation to allow for the entering of a civil action in connection

with an offence. Following criminal procedure law section 43, which relates to
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child abduction and liberty offences, the Public Prosecutor could request civil
case compensation in the same way as claims for theft offences are made

according to the Penal code.
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
