The obijectives of the study of people's opinion towards the central waste
management svstem in the Huai Khao Kam Tambon muricipality were to study opinions
and participation of people on waste problems; waste eradication; process of waste
eradicatior, officials’ performance; and waste gathering equipments, and to study
opinions and participation of people on the central waste management system of the
municipality which would be proceeded in the Huai Khao Kam Tambon Municipatity,
Chun District, Phayao Province. Three hundred ninety five people were purposively
selected from the population of people within the municipality via questionnaires
together with the interviews of administrators of Huai Khao Kam Tambon. The study
revealed that:

1) The administrative board agreed to employ the central waste
management system. However, they did not like nearby local communities to share the
system as they had no confident about waste transportation in terms of sanitary, stink,
and disease. It might have impacts on their votes. Besides, the central waste
management system within the community might lead to the environmental problems.
As it is a large project, the municipal budget should be subsidized by the central

government. The central government, in addition, should issue the local administrative
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policy in the same directions for a whole country in order to gain a more mutually
performance and outcome.

2) People believed that waste problem will be more severed. However, they
did not have an understanding of waste management system, for instance inappropriate
waste eradicating procedure, wasle separateness and the effects of waste on the
environment.

3) People agreed un waste management system of the municipality which
were included collection effectiveness, a number of garbage cans, official services and
performances, and waste eracicating fee. Most people believed that thne waste
collection of the municipality was effective, a number of garbage cans and each type of
garbage cans were adequate, and the frequency of waste eradication was appropriaie.
Furthermore, they agreed that the waste eradication officialt were working
enthusiastically.

4) Most people expected the municipality to conduct public relations in waste
reduction, waste separation, and recycling. Most of them judged that the rate of waste
eradicating fee (6-10 baht) was suitsble.

5) People agreed with central waste management system and intended to
point out their opinion and willing to participate ir the project. They suggested that the
municipality should be the directly responsible units for taking care of waste eradicating
and public relations of central waste management system project of Huai Khao Kam
Tambon Municipal.

6) People, moreover, acknowledged that central waste management system
was very useful to them. They did willing to pay for the municipal waste eradicating fee,
even though they were not really knows and understanding the system. However, they
were undesired to collect wastes from other municipality. If it was inevitable to support
the waste collection from others, the people resided in the area should have redemption
from the central government. This is because of people opinion illustrated that the
support of waste collection has effected on environmental and intoxication problems.

This required the collaboration of all parties in solving the problems.
