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The purpose of this research is to study the opinions of administrators and instructors of
educational institutes in the Northern Region toward participating in the Department of Business
Development Audit Project by using survey questionnaires and direct interview. These survey
and interview were created from the instructions given by the Audit Project committees. There
are thirty-three participants returning the completed survey and six participants give direct
interviews. By using five levels (strongly agree, agree, fair, do not quite agree, and disagree) for
each survey’s question, the results of this research are as followed.

The administrators and instructors agree that project is beneficial to students. They could
earn a lot of experience from the accounting documents. However, this project did not get
enough attention from instructors and students because there are no motivation, such as soxﬁe
funds for running the project in each institute. Besides, eight institutes decided to continue
attending the project since most of their administrators and instructors agree on the opinion that
this attendance is one of academic services of their institutes. However, there are five institutes
that could not decide to postpone attending the project because of the time and space limitations.
Instructors in these five institutes spend most of their time teaching, therefore they do not have a
spare time for participating in the project. The students also have many classes, so only a few of
them attended the project. In addition, the institutes can not provide spaces for managing the
