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The purposes of this research were (1) to study the students’ opinions
on activities for learner development in the Secondary School of
Borromrachchonanee Multi-campus Group II and (2) to compare the students’
opinions on activities for learner development according to gender, level of
education and school zone. A sample of three hundred and eighty-one
students was selected from the population of 8,309 by using quota sampling.
A questionnaire with a level of reliability of 0.90 was used to collect the data.
The collected data were statistically analyzed by percentages, means, standard

deviation, t-test and one-way ANOVA.
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The results of this research revealed that:

1. The students’ opinions on activities for learner development in the
Secondary School of Borromrachchonanee Multi-campus Group II in the
overall were found to be at high level, as well as those in the aspects of social
relation developmeﬁt, work improvement and daily life style, and self-
development, respectively.

2. Comparing the students’ opinions according to different gender,
level of education, and school zone, the results revealed that:

2.1 With respect to gender, no significant difference was found in
the overall, and in terms of other aspects.

2.2 There were significant differences in the aspect of self-
development of students according to level of education but no significant
difference was found in the overall, work improvement and daily life style,
and social relation development.

2.3 With regard to school zone, there were significant differences
in the overall and work improvement and daily life, but no significant
difference was found in terms of self-development and social relation

development.
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
