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The purposes of this research were two-fold: (1) to study attitudes

towards practicing the Buddhist teachings in daily life of Matthayomsukas 6

students under the Office of Basic Education Commission in Bangkok

Metropolis, (2) to compare the attitudes classified by gender, study programs,

and academic achievement.

The research findings were as follows:

1. The attitudes towards practicing the Buddhist teachings in daily life

of matthayomsuksa 6 students under the Office of Basic Education Commission

in Bangkok Metropolis were, in general, at high level. For each aspect: auspicious
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Dahamma, Sikkhattay, and Tilakkhana were at high level, but the rest was at
moderate level.

2. When compared the attitudes by gender, there was, in general, no
statistical significance difference between female and male students at .05
level. For each aspect, there was the difference for tilakkhana at .05 level, but
no difference for Sikkhattaya, Law of Karma, auspicious Dhamma, and Nibbana
at the same level.

When compared by study programs, there was no statistical significant
difference between students studying science programs and non-science
programs at .05 level. For each aspect, also no difference in every aspect at
the same level.

When compared by academic achievement, there was no statistical
significant difference between students with different academic achievement
at .05 level. For each aspect, there was the difference for auspicious Dhamma
at the same level, but no difference for Sikkhattaya, Law of Karme, Tilakkhana,

and Nibbana at the same level.
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
