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The purposes of this research were to study 1) the strong.family
characteristics of the students, 2) the coping behavior of the students,
3) a comparison of the coping behavior of the students from families with
different strong characteristics, and 4) the relationship between strong family
characteristics and the coping behavior of the students.

In all, 107 fourth-year students, who enrolled in the first semester of
the academic year 2004 of Dusit Thani College and lived with their parents,
were selected as the subjects of the research. The research materials consisted

of a set of questionnaires inquiring about basic data, a test regarding strong
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family characteristics and a test regarding coping behavior. To analyze the
basic data, frequencies, percentages, means and standard deviation were
applied. To test the hypotheses, a t-test and Pearson Product Moment
Correlation Coefficient were also used.

The results of this findings show the following:

1. The level of strong family characteristics of the students is high.

2. The students possess a high level of coping behavior.

3. The students whose families display differences in terms of family
characteristics demonstrate different coping behavior, at a statistically
significant level of 0.001. Students whose families demonstrate a high level
of strong family characteristics (X = 4.11) demonstrate better coping behavior
than students where strong family characteristics are at a low level (X =3.65).

4. There is a significantly positive correlation between strong famiI}"
characteristics and the students’ coping behavior at a statistically significant

level of 0.01, with a correlation coefficient (r) of 0.351**.
