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The objectives of this research are (1) to study the given judgements
made by the Constituional Court that have effective consequences to Thailand
political development; (2) to study functional structures of the Constitutional
Court that strongly affect Thailand political development. Since this is a
qualitative research, concerned documents, conceptual frameworks, and
certain notions received from 10 Court officials by means of in-depth

interviews have been respectively integrated before making an analysis,

accordingly.
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The research findings are as follow:

1. The judgements of the Constitutional Court essentially play a part in
laying constitutional foundations, politcal reforms, as well as State
organizations mending. The judgements as such also help monitoring elite
recruitments of political incumbents, power exercizing of both political figures
and political organizations, and positional termination of political incumbents
as well;

2. The functional structures of the Constitutional Court that have major
consequences to Thailand political development are mebers of the magistrates
that comprise of those qualified jurisprudence who have been selected
independently, whose prolonged terms legitimately support their legal
judgements such as pblitical rules and orders, regulations and ethics for those
political figures. This helps building standardized basis and properly practical
directions for political development. In addition, the interview results received
from the Court officials suggest that the Court members selection should be
more differentiated. Those specialists in Public Law should be included in the

selection process, too.
