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The 1997 Constitution prescribe the formation of Constitutional Court
to adjudicate not the general case but the case related to constitution which is
highest law of Thailand. Constitutional Court is to supervise bill and law not
to be confray to or inconsistent with the provisions of the Constitutional and to
consider problem about the authority of various government agencies. The
decision of the Constitutional Court shall be final and binding the Parliament,
the cabinet,court and the other government agencies.

From the study in this issue,information from various sources
concerning the decision of the Constitutional Court and an dividual decision
of all the Constitutional Court judge given during 1998-2001 totally 185 case

had been taken into consideration. The issue was most frequently raised for
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the decision of the Constitutional Court in the year 2000. The most frequently
asked issue is the constitutionality of the law applied by the court (Section
264) and the agency or person which submit the case for the decision of the
Constitutional Court with top frequency is the Court of Justice. The study told
that in the first stage of organizing the Constitutional Court,people and
relevant agencies still have no understanding in the roles and duties of the
Constitutional Court,resulting in a few number of case to the court. However
the number of case has gradually increased in the following years. In this
regard,there should be publication of news and information regarding the
Court’s proceedings,including the decision of an individual Constitutional
Court judge and the decision of the Constitutional Court more widely through
public media to create knowledge and understanding in the role and duties of
the Constitutional Court to see what its duties are how people can exercise
their rights at the Constitutional Court and what benefits the Constitutional

Court could bring.
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
