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This research has found that a local goveming organisation has
authorities and duties in enforeing the law on the control of buildings and
constructions in respect of specifying construction-prohibited areas or areas
allowed to construct buildings and constructions as stated in the Building
control Act B.E. 2522, section 9 and 10 which authorise the local governing
organisation to enact local regulations on the matters which have not been
governed by Ministry Regulations issued under section 8(10). However, such
enforcement still has problems because the provisions of the said law are
unclear and the power to enforce the law remains under the central and
regional administration as well as the fact that the methods and underlying
ideas of the management of local administration were strictly controlled in the
past. Therefore, the local governing organisation does not have a role to play

in managing and administering its own affairs although the law has so
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authorised. For example, authotities and duties under the Building Control
Act B.E. 2522 in respect of specifying construction-prohibited areas or areas
allowed to construct buildings and constructions in order to conform with the
uniqueness of the local which has different geography, tradition, culture,
occupation and walk of life.

That the local governing organisation does not have a role to play in
enforcing the said law makes a number of new buildings and constructions
both in the city and in the local area, which include factories, commercial
buildings, houses, roads, pavements and advertising boards, the cause of
problems for the public and community in various aspects such as safety,
tidiness and beauty of the buildings and the allocation of agricultural areas.

For the above reasons, it is submitted that the problems have to be
solved by amending the relevant law, adjusting the underlying ideas and
enhancing the management of the local administration. These should be done
in order for the local governing organisation to enforce the law on the control
of buildings and constructions in respect of specifying construction-prohibited
areas or areas allowed to construct buildings and constructions more efficiently
and for the best interest of the local. This will accord with the objectives
of the Constitution of the Kingdom of Thailand B.E. 2540 which aim at
decentralisation of authority by providing an independent administration for the
local governing organisation. This will also concur with the objectives of the
Act on Specifying Plan and Procedure for Decentralisation of Authority for the
Local Goveming Organisation B.E. 2542, which provides that the local

governing organisation has authority to control buildings and constructions.
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
