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The purpose of this research was to study the relationships between
emotional intelligence and parenting styles as perceived by early adolescents.
The parenting styles are the authoritative parenting style, overprotective
parenting style, authoritarian parenting style, and uninvolved parenting style.
A sample groups consisted of 340 Matthayom Suksa 2 in Bangkok. The data
were collected by using 3 questionnaires pertaining to personal data, parenting
styles, and emotional intelligence inventory. The data were analyzed by using
percentage, mean, standard deviation, and Pearson’s product-moment

correlation coefficient.
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The results of this research were as follows:

1. There was a significant positive relationship between emotional
intelligence and authoritative parenting style (p < 01)

2. There was a significant negative relationship between emotional
intelligence and authoritarian parenting style and uninvolved parenting style
(p<.0D

3. There were no significant relationships between emotional

intelligence and overprotective parenting style.
