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Private security services, Which are also called secur.itryEoflﬁcSerSS,spftil
and inspect property to protect against theft, vandalism, terrorism, and illegal
activity. These persons protect their employer’s investment, enforce laws on
the property, and deter criminal activity. They perform their services with
assistance of police, fire, or emergency medical services as the situation
dictates. They may also interview witnesses or victims, prepare case reports,
and testify in court. Security officers who work in public buildings such as
museums or art galleries protect paintings and exhibits by inspecting people
and packages entering and leaving the building. In factories, laboratories,
government buildings, data processing centers, and military bases, they
protect information, products, computer codes, and defense secrets and check

the credentials of people and vehicles entering and leaving the premises
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Security officers stationed at the entrance to bars and places of adult
entertainment, such as nightclubs, prevent access by minors, collect cover
charges at the door, maintain order among customers, and protect property
and patrons.

Nevertheless, the significant problems within private security service
are as follows: low qualification of entrepreneurs and untrained security
officers, under standard services among private security service providers and
service operation without any agency which is licensed under legal entities or
the Board of Profession with authorization under any laws. These problems
have an effect on consumers or clients, who have bilateral contracts with
private security service providers, particularly, states of difficulty that need to
be resolved caused by the contracted security officers per se. The damages
caused by the contractors have to be resolved by Civil and Commercial Law.
This lawsuit is unfair for consumers or clients. The researcher finds that if only
there was the Board of Profession or legal entity supervising private security
service, the lawsuit could be prosecuted within the Board of Profession or
legal entity, which did not consume much time as proceeding in the Court of
Justice. |

It is suggested that the Board of Profession in Private Security Services
or legal entity to supervise private security service recognized by law with
complete in extent or degree of legitimacy and authority should be established.
The Board of Profession or legal entity should introduce legislation to control

and monitor the activities of private providers of security services. Its purpose
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is to protect the public security, safety and welfare by setting standards
licensing only qualified and suitable applicants, and regulating their practice.
The board may adopt rules necessary for the performance of its duties,
conduct any necessary hearings in connection with the issuance, renewal,
denial, suspension or revocation of a license or registration or otherwise
related to the disciplining of a licensee, registrant or applicant, receive and
investigate complaints and charges of unprofessional conduct against any
holder of a license or registration, or any applicants. The board shall investigate
all complaints in which there are reasonable grounds to believe that unprofessional
conducts have occurred. Reasons to establish the Board of Profession under

the specific law of profession are for faimess and justice in Thai society.
