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The results of this research were as follows:

1. There are two types of car and motorcycle theft: the genuinely stolen
vehicles and those with false report for the benefit of the hire-purchase thieves.

2. The police in the Department of Investigation in the Metropolitan
Police Bureau of the Royal Thai Police have cooperated moderately in the
suppression of automobile and motorcycle theft.

3. The difference in demographic and work backgrounds of the police
in the Department have some bearing on their cooperation in the suppression

of automobile and motorcycle theft.
