The aspect of
problems and obstacles in working, it was found that this system could not solve the corruptions
in the process of supply- purchasing. The computer manuals were not clearly understood which
caused operate properly, including the supply-purchasing officers did not have appropriated

The knowledge and understanding aspect, the study found that the officers knew the
information from website but most them didn’t know the auction by the electric system served to
liquidate old assets. The last aspect, the support of the executives, the study found that the
