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The purposes of this research are (1) to study the factors which
influenced the election of members of parliament among people in Nong Khai
province, on January 2001 in accordance with the 1997 constitution. (2) However,
the purposes of this research were to determine the influences upon the election
of only three districts in Nong Khai province: Si Chiang Mai, Tha Bo and
Sangkhom. (3) The research focused upon the relationship among a number of
factors, such as personal background, the level of political participation, the
patronage system, the respondents’ various opinions of the political parties,
and finally, how they used their right to vote in the election on January 6,

2001.
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The conclusions from the study are as follows:

1. The influence of the mass media was considered the leading factor
in shaping the opinions of voters concerning the decision to vote for certain
political parties and their leaders. The mass media also exerted a major influence
in shaping public opinions with regard to the decision of voters with regard to
the qualifications conceming the various political parties and their leaders.

2. However, the purposes of this research were to determine the
influences upon the election in only three districts in Nong Khai province:
Si Chiang Mai, Tha Bo and Sangkhom.

3. The research focused on the relationship among a number of factors,
such as personal background, level of political participation, the patronage
system, various opinions regarding political parties and also the voting behavior

of local citizens.
