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The purposes of this research are twofold: (1) to study roles of the
Election Committee concerning the management of the Party Development
Fund; and (2) to study the results of such management in strengthening Thai
political parties and the people sector. This study is a documentary research

based on a descriptive method and content analysis.

The results of the study are as follows:

I. The Election Committee plays important roles in supporting fund to
strengthen the political parties especially those that propose plans and projects
sound beneficial for the development of the political patty.

2. As aresult of such fund supporting, Thai political parties can
continuously run political activities which abcordingly attract the people
sector to participate more in politics and, thus, enhance those parties to
become real people’s parties.

3. Suggestions for the successful management are made accordingly:
(1) The management of such fund should strictly comply to the laws.

(2) Conditions in supporting fund should be standardized. (3) Rules in
auditing the expenses of the political parties should be adjusted to suit Thai
social and political context; and (4) Evaluation on those projects done on

supporting fund basis should be seriously carried out.
