This study was to investigate the relationship between moral quotients and participation in
the Buddhist activities of youth members of Banwiang Buddhist Club, Thern District, Lampang
Povince. The population of 36 Buddhist Club youth members. Instrument used were moral
quotient test and questionnaire asking about participation in the Buddhist <lub acitivities.
Statistical analysis employed frequency distribution, percentage, mean, standard deviation, and
Pearson product-moment correlation coefficient.

The findings reveal that, among male youths 12-15 cf age, moral knowledge, mora!
attitude, and moral reasoning are pesitively related to participation in the Buddhist activities while
moral behavior was negatively related to the participation. It could not be able to calculate for the
correlation for the 16-19 years old members as there was only one of them. For the 12-15 years
old female youth members, all the four aspects of moral quotients were positively related to their
participation in the Club's activities which contrary to the 16-19 years old female group in which

all the four aspects were negatively related to their participaiion in the activities.
