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This independent study was to survey emotional intelligence of Grade Level 3
Karen students in educational opportunity expansion schools in Mae La Noi District,
Mae Hong Son Province. A total of 252 students served as the population for the study.
Instrument used was the emotional quotients (EQ) test for teenager developed by the
Department of Mental Health, Ministry of Public Health. Statistics used included
percentage, mean, and standard-deviation.

The findings reveal that the students had ea regarded normal by the Ministry’s
national norm. When divided into groups within gender, age, body mass index, parents’
marital status, occupation, and income, students in all the groups had normal level of EQ.
However, those who were under 13 years of age, had mother working with local
administrative organization, came from family with 2001-3000 Baht per month income,
and had father with college education, had lower than normal EQ.
