" The objective of this research was to study The Legitimacy of Thai Political
"Instltutlons The Comparative Study on the View Point of Middle Class and Lower

“Class in Bangkok Metropolitan Area. The study had been carried out in term of
Attitude Survey of the population in Bangkok, the capital city of Thailand.

The goal was to compare the identical attitude and the opposite attitude of the
““lower and Middle-class Population in Bangkok Region, Thailand; that were related to
the 3 Political Institutes such as the political parties, political administration and
military institute.

The aim was find out the real characteristics of each Political Institute which
~seemed to have favor on the population opinion. Additionally, the endeavor was to
summarize the Political Institutional righteousness in view of common people which
is based on the current situation.

S The data collecting for this study was gathered during the time frame of
“December 2006 to January 2007.The total number of population was 800 persons
which were chosen through the Simple Random sampling technique. The results were
put into the computer analysis process in order to find the statistical values of
percentage, average and variance.

According to the research found that:

1. The majority of the reply on the questionnaires was lack of the
‘enthusiastic quality, which revealed in the manner of having an aversion to
participation in the politics. Nonetheless, they seemed to be found of listening to the
political information provided by the mass media such as televisions and the
newspapers.
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2. However, the Political Righteousness could be deﬁned as the following 3
political definitions.

2.1 The Political Party was lack of the Democratic Righteousness, for
! 'e, the Political Parties did not provoke neither they did stimulate the political
atory activities of the people. Most of the Thai citizens would like to see that
e pol_ltlcal party had performed its duty to the best of its ability in term of public
interest. Furthermore, they wished to see party longevity with true political ideal and
determinism.

2.2 The Politics administration or the government required to have stability
“without any political sanction or disapproval from other political institutes. The
“balance of power was the answer. The check and balance should be done by the
- parliament and people. By that way, the check and balance system would work its

way to the political institutional Righteousness.

2.3 The military Institution became a good image in view of the population
who wished to have the minimum involvement from the military institute.
If possible, the military should stay away from the politics of the country. However,
if there were any unrest, the police authority should be the first choice in controlling
the situation for peace and harmony would return soon.

3. Comparative Attitude of the two classes; lower class and middle class, on
the issue of Political Righteousness for each social establishment.

3.1 The Political Party was acceptable in term of leadership of the party
leaders rather than party policy or political ideal. However, the middle class was
compulsory for honesty in addition to unity.

3.2 The Politics Administration or the government was favored by the lower
class for social problem solving for they wished the government to protect their own
right and benefits. Nonetheless, the middle class still held on the honesty as the best
policy.

3.3 The Military Institution had totally different views from the two classes.
The middle class seemed to feel not dependable on the military due to the past
experience. They wanted to separate military from the government. On the other
hand, the lower class believed that the military came to help the country economy
situation to become better.

4. As the matter of fact, the citizens in Bangkok had divided themselves
socially into social classes according to their attitudes toward Political Righteousness.
In short, the lower class citizens seemed to accept the political Institutes more easily
than the people from the middle class.
