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The objectives of this study were to find 1) administration of basic education school 
principals in Kanchanaburi Educational Service Area Office 4,and 2) guidelines for developing 

administration of the administrators in the basic education school principals in Kanchanaburi 
Educational Service Area Office 4.  The samples were 76 schools under the jurisdiction of 
Kanchanaburi Educational Service Area Office 4.  The respondents were 4 personnel from 
each school : school administrators and teachers , with the total of 456. The instrument was a 
questionnaire regarding 4 tasks of school administrator in basic education, namely, academic 
administration, financial administration, personnel administration, and general work 
administration.  The statistics applied in data analysis were frequency, percentage, arithmetic 
mean, standard deviation and content analysis. 

The findings revealed as follow :   
1) The administration of basic education principals in the school Kanchanaburi 

Educational Service Area Office 4 in overall and each aspect was at a high level, ranking from 
the highest to the lowest : academic administration, financial administration, general work 
administration, and personnel administration.   

2) The guidelines for developing administration of the administrators in the basic 
education school principals in Kanchanaburi Educational Service Area Office 4 were : 
developing  learning resources in the community and school, and fully developing teachers to 
have knowledge about budget allocation of the school, rules for personnel administration, and 
being leaders in information technology utilizing the resources, organizing public relations to 
constantly and continuously spread activities news in order to establish awareness among 
people in the community to love and involve with the schools as one entrepreneur.
