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                  The purposes of this research were to : 1) determine the quality of small size schools under 

the jurisdiction of Samutsakorn Educational Service Area and 2) study the guidelines in regard to small 

size school’s quality development Samutsakorn Educational Service Area. The sample consisted of 26 

small size schools under the jurisdiction of Samutsakorn Educational Service Area where the 

respondents were school directors or the acting school directors, and school teachers, with the total of 

104. The instruments employed to collect data were 1) questionnaire with the emphasis on the basic 

education standard of school’s quality and 2) the focus group discussion. The statistical index used were 

frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, and content analysis. 

 The research findings were as follow: 

 1.  The small size school’s quality under the jurisdiction of Samutsakorn Educational Service 

Area, as a whole and as an individual, was at the high level, where the standard of educational 

administration and management was revealed the highest ; followed by the standards of learning and 

teaching aspect, quality of the learner aspect, the standard of  learning community management. 

 2.  The guidelines in regard to small size school’s quality development in  Samutsakorn 

Educational Service Area were to elevate the levels of  learning achievement and national standardize 

test ; emphasize more on student centered learning ; focus on the process of reading, writing, Thai and 

foreign language usage and process of critical thinking; use the appropriate teaching materials; recruit 

more teachers with expertises to meet the amount of students of every level; provide more budget and 

resources; create more opportunity for community to participate in educational management; and 

enhance better relationship between schools and communities . 
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
