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In parliamentary democracy, political party is regarded as an important
institution. As such, each political party has to find suitable persons to be
candidates in an election of members of the House of Representatives. The polical
parties are usually composed of many groups of people with different ways of
thinking. They may have their own ways of thinking in certain issues as well
as have their own interests to protect including the interests of their political
group or party. They therefore need to coordinate, negotiate, and reach some
prior agreement on voting issues to maintain the government stability of their
party. In order for the ruling government to legislate certain instruments for the
implementation of the government’s policy and for monitoring government’s
performances, there need to be a political body called “Coordination Committee

of the House of Representatives” or “Whip” for both Majority and Minority
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parties. Its task is to ensure that the party’s members vote in accordance with
the agreed resolution.

According to the study, it was found that the Majority and Minority
Whips, the key players in parliamentary system, have encountered some serious
problems in carrying out their political activities. The problem stems from the
fact that there is no clear legal status on the part of the Whips. There is no legal
mechanism to accommodate the establishment and the performance of the
Whips. The findings recommend that the Constitution of the Kingdom of
Thailand B.E. 2540 be amended to provide for the appointment of a Majority
Leader in the House of Representatives and that a provision be added to the
Regulation on the Sessions of the House of Representatives B.E. 2544 whereby
the Majority and Minority Leaders submit the names of the Majority and
Minority Whips to the President of the House of Representatives for
appointment. In addition, there should be an office for the Majority Leader as
well as an office for the Minority Leader under the jurisdiction of the House
of Representatives. This proposal will be beneficial to the reform and

restructuring of Majority and Minority Whips.
