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The purposes of this research study were (1) to evaluate the Japanese
language teaching performance of trainees from the 6" and 7" batches, who
are government teachers, by the director of each school, (2) to study the
application of the knowledge and skills learned during the training to their
actual teaching of Japanese and the problems encountered in teaching the
language and (3) to study the level of understanding in the students in the
Japanese language program who studied with the teachers of Japanese who
attended the 6" and 7" batch training programs, respectively. The target
population in this research consisted of 429 individuals, comprising 33 school

directors, 33 heads of foreign language departments, 33 trained teachers and
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330 Japanese language program students who were in the classes taught by
the teachers trained. The research used questionnaires with a four- and five-
point rating scale. Four hundred and twenty-nine questionnaires, i.e. a total of
100 percent, were returned for data analysis. The statistics used for data
analysis were percentages, means and standard deviation.

The results of this research were as follows:

1. The school administrators’ opinions toward the Japanese language
teaching performance of the trainees in the 6" and the 7" batches were at a
medium level. The routine activities of the trainees included (1) performing
their teaching with positive attitude, (2) having enrolled in additional
programs so that they could bring such knowledge to the teaching of their
students, (3) preparing Japanese language teaching plans and (4) providing
Japanese language teaching materials.

2. The 6" and 7" batch trainees, as well as the application of the
methods etc. learned in the Japanese language training programs to their
teaching of Japanese were, overall, at a medium level. Their ability to use the
language for communicative purposes was found to be at a high level. Their
competency in reading, writing, learning Japanese studies and cultural
activities and their listening comprehension skills and speaking ability were at
a moderate level.

3. The students who studied in the Japanese language program with the
teachers who were trainees in the 6 and 7" batches had a high level of

understanding in all four-language skills.
