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The four main objectives of the study were as follows: (1) to study
the principles of the child interrogation law in accordance with the policy to
protect the rights of children, (2) to survey the problems faced by interrogators
with regard to the implementation of the child interrogation law and its impact
on them, (3) to study the problems and the obstacles posed by the enforcement
of the Amendment to the Criminal Procedure Code (number 20) of 1999,
and (4) to suggest appropriate means to solve and improve the efficiency of
the implementation of the Child Interrogation Law by the interrogator.

This study is in the form of a qualitative research, collating various

kinds of data by using documentary research and in-depth interviews.
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From the study, it was found that the interrogators of Provincial Police
Region 1 face many problems and obstacles in the implementation process in
accordance with the principles laid down in the Amendment to the Criminal
Procedure Code (number 20) of 1992, which constitutes the child interrogation
law. It was found that there were a number of problems regarding space,
equipment for interrogation, the skill of the persons concerned, the attitude of
persons from other units, and the safety of the victims and child witnesses.
Other problems are the lack of transportation, including vehicles used for
investigation, communications equipment, the limited time frame, cooperation
with other units, and the stipend. Especially, the organizations concerned do
not base the preliminary child interrogation on legal principles and clear-cut
methods, which may cause problems with regard to the investigating procedure

and subsequent trial.
