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The most important objective of the Copyright Law System is to maintain
the balance of interest between public and private copyright-owners. There are
difference in the objectives of Copyright Law in different countries, depending on
the different contexts of historical backgrounds, theorical ideals of the Copyright
Law and the socio-economic factors. These contexts also cause differences in the
Copyright Law’s regulation as well.

The study reveals that nowadays, the development of technology has had an
important effect on the performers and on copyright protection, especially when
more and more pirated products can be reproduced from the master originals in the
incredible short time but provide as high a quality as the real one. Even that illegal
reproduction for the individual purpose or private use can have severe effects on

the rights of creators and performers. In some countries it was found that such
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actions are not prohibited or mentioned as illegal. Moreover, Thai Copyright Law
B.E. 2537 (A.D. 1994) section 32 second paragraph (2) and section 53 states that the
reproduction for the purpose of distribution between individuals and family
members or the relatives is not an illegal action. Thus, without reviewing the gap found
in the above-mentioned Copyright Law, the unequal balance of interests between the
creators (individual) and the public may destroy the legal right of creators and
performers, and finally, undermine the spirit of Copyright Law.

In my opinion, to improve the above-mentioned law, under the changing
socio-economic factors and the political context in the recent days, section 32 seconed
paragraph (2) and section 53 should be repealed. In order to fulfill the perfect
objectives of Copyright Law, Thailand should enact a copyright law which is
the same as the WIPO Copyright Treaty (WCT) and the WIPO performances

and Phonograms Treaty, 1996 (mentioned in chapter 4).
