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The study, entitled, “People’s Awareness and Conscience in Environment
Management of Umong Municipality Muéang Lamphun” aimed to 1) investigate environmental
circumstance and management in Umong Municipality; 2) examine people’s awareness and
conscience in environment management; and 3‘) explore approacﬁes in solving environmental
problems. This study was a descrij;tive research employing a set of questionnaires as an
instrument to collect data. The sample éf this study was 350 people living in Umong
Municipality, Mueang District, Lamphun Province. Findings were as follows:

The garbage problem situation and severity as well as landscape ménagemenf in Umong
Municipality, Mueang District, Lamphun Province was at the medium level. The garbage problems
mostly found were discarding garbage in wrong places, insufficient garbage containers, some garbage
i.e. steel, plastic and glass was difficult to degrade and some garbage stuck in drainage pipes and
canals, respectively. Additionally, landscape management problems that mainly found were too many
advertising billboards along the roads, buildings or other construction siks invaded into public water
sources, public areas and roads for their own benefits.

- In addition, the people’s ‘awareness and conscience in garbage and landscape
management was in high level. They acknowledged to and agreed with that the garbage problem
caused impacts to environment, and that it was the problem that urgently required public participation
in society since it affected peoplé’s physical and mental health. Moreover, they égreed that it required

a participatory action from all participants in society in order to deal with landscape managément.
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Monasteries and ancient remains were culturally valuable to the community and city plan was also
necessary to the community.

With regard to approaches in tackling environmental problems, people contended that the
center for buying garbage should be set up in the community; gmbage separation éampaign projeét
should be stimulated; Effective Microorganisms (EM) Producing and composting should be
promoted; and organic garbage bin should be prévided specifically. Furthermore, they recommended
that the Municipality should take a serious action with store owners in constructing large advertisingv
bﬂlboards obscuring the community scenery; high buildings should not be allowed in the COﬁnnunity;
the Municipality should superintend in people’s houses building; and the ancient remains conservation
areas should indicated. |

Regarding the study’s suggestions for tackling garbage management in the
community, there should be a garbagé buying center in the community, a garbage separation
campaign project, Effective Microorganisms (EM) and compost self-making in households, and
plastic bags usage reducing but baskets or cloth bags promoting instead. |

Finally, in dealing with community landscapé management problem, the
Mumc1pa11ty should not allow the construction of high buildings, supervise the features of houses to
be in comphance with culture aspects, not allow the entertainment spots to be ad_]acent to temples or

ancient remains, and specify the ancient remains conservation areas obviously.
