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The purposes of this research were to study and compare the attitudes

toward English language learning of high school students who are different in
gender, studied program and parents’ educational backgrounds. The research
samples were selected by stratified random sampling totaling 493 high school
students at Surasakmontri School in the academic year 2003. The instrument
used in this research was rating scale questionnaires, designed to elicit their

attitudes toward English language learning with reliability value of 0.90
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The following results were found:

1. The attitudes toward English language learning of high school
students of the students’ conceptions were at low level with the average point
at 2.25, and their conceptions of the English teachers and classes and the
English’s materials were at moderate level with the average point at 2.50 and

2.63 respectively.

2. The attitudes toward English language learning of high school
students between male and female students were different at 0.05 significant

level.
3. The attitudes toward English language learning of high school

students in different studied programs were found different at 0.05 significant
level. The findings indicated that the students in the Math-English program
and those in the general program differ in their attitudes toward English

language learning.

4. The parents’ educational backgrounds, had no impact on the

students’ attitudes toward English language learning.
5. The students’ cumulative grade point average had a positive

relationship with their attitudes toward English language learning.
