This research examined and compared needs, problems, and attitudes of
teachers toward mainstreaming projects in schools under the office of Basic Education
Commission in Bangkok metropolis in general and each aspect classified by following
variables : sexes, degree levels and status. The sample group was 1,200 administrators
and teachers. The instrument was Likert's 5 levels rating — scale questionnaires
comprised of 39 items. The 1,200 copies of questionnaires were distributed to schools,
and 1,038 (94.08 perée‘nﬁ*were ieiurned. The data were analyzed by frequency
distribution, percentages, and standard deviation. t-test was used to test the
hypothesis. / ‘

The research findings were as follows :

1. The teachers’ needs in general and following aspects : instructional
arrangement, curriculum, instructional media and buildings, and personnels were at high
level. -

2. The teachers’ problems in general and following aspects : problems created
by students, teachers, and general problems were at high level.

3. The teachers’ attitudes in genperal were at good level, and the attitudes
toward students with special needs, and mainstreaming were also at good level, but
general attitudes were at moderate level.

4. When compared the needs, problems, and attitudes of teachers, the
concluding results were as follows :

4.1 The needs of teachers with different sexes, in general and following

aspects : instructional arrangement, curriculurh, and instructional media and buildings

were different at .05 level of statistical significance.
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4.2 The need of teachers with different degree levels, in general and
following aspects : instructional arrangement, curriculum, and personnels were different
at .05 level of statisticat significance.

4.3 The needs of teachers with different status for instructional media and
buildings were different at .05 level of statistical significance.

4.4 The problems of teachers with different sexes, in general, and created
by parents were different at .05 level of statistical significance.

4.5 The problems of teachers with different degree levels, in general,
created by students, created by parents, and general problems were different at .05
level of statistical significance.

4.6 The problems of teachers with different status, in general, created by
teachers, created by parents, and general problems were different at .05 level of
statistical significance. |

4.7 The attitudes of teachers with different sexes and status toward
mainstreaming projects were different at .05 level of Atatistical significance.

4.8 The attitudes of teachers with different degree levels, in general, toward
students with special needs, toward mainstreaming projects, and general attitudes were

different at .05 level of statistical significance.
