The objectives of this study are to gather and to analyse "Mukhapatha" (or traditional
poem and songs) literary work in the area of Tambon (or subdistrict) Ban Mhor, Amphoe
(District) Muang, Uttaradit Province. The techniques of the study are to gather and to analyse
the data from its social context. The findings show that the reséarcher can collect the literary
work of some 49 lullabies, some 34 Naga-carrying songs (naga is a candidate for Buddist
monkhood), some 27 legends/local tales and some 14 verses of Kwan-naga Making. All of
these songs and poems are recorded and written down by the researcher. The lullabies are used
for entertaining children with its characteristice of consoling or threaten the children to sleep
faster. The tales function as relaxation after work. Naga carrying songs are used for singing
while carrying the Naga on the way to and before he enters the "Ubosod" (or the main
building of the temple). The meaning of the songs is to tease and to amuse the Naga on many
things. "Kwan-naga Making" functions as the preparation of the Naga before entering the

Buddhist monkhood.
