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The purposes of this research were as follows : 1) to study and analyze those
factors that allow for participation in educational management, 2) to synthesize those
indicated factors that allow for participation in educational management for basic
education, and 3) to planning strategy for participation in educational management for
basic education : a case study of the seventh educational region.

Two hundred educational administrators and four hundred school
administrators were purposively selected from nine provinces. There were also thirty
experts to analyze the factoré by the process of Ethnographic Delphi Future Research.
The instruments were semi-structured interviews and an opinion questionnaire using a
Likert rating scale.

It was found that there were seven factors that effected participation in
educational management at the leve! of basic education and the indicators of each
factor were as follows: 1) political participation in education where the indicated factors
were to speed up support for chance and equality for general education of the people,
and the govemment realized that education is the basic of development for all,
2) school administration where the indicated factors were school administrators'
acceptance of parents and public opinion, and the school's being the center of
knowledge to use together among the community and students, 3) participation by
mass media and technology where the indicated factors were the rapid spread of mass
media and technology to serve the public, and the source of ieaming connecting the
school and society, 4) characteristics of community participation where the indicated

factors were the support of the people in the community by providing funds for poor

students to proylde.them with opportunities to continue their studies, and community
support for school actwitieé. 5) participation in community devélopment where the
indicated factors were schools have been developed to be the center of academic
services in the community, and school administrators and teachers give their critical
opinions for community development, 6) community participation in school and
educational management where the indicated factors were community participated in
the improvement of the school environment, and participation in pianning and setting
the school goals, and 7) participation between school and community to train students
to have good behavior, and evaluation of the planned activities to develop the
community.

From the research objectives one and two along with an analysis of strategic
planning, the researcher presented the following four strategies for strategic planning
development for educational management: 1) good administration and management
of resources, 2) development and management of academic leaming processes,
3) development of relationshibs with the community, and 4) the application of mass
media and educational technology to support participatory educational management for

basic education.
