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The fundamental premise of this research is based on liberal feminist
viewpoint. Its objective is to study the role of female members of Thailand’s
parliament, who were elected on January 6, 2001. An in-depth interview was
conducted with 5 prominent female members of parliament and, besides, 30
members were randoimly sampled for a simple formatted interview.

The research findings are as follows :

1. General characteristics of members of the parliament were crucial for
winning the election, such as age, education, family background, and political

experiences.

2. Being male or female was crucial to win the election, although there

was higher expectation of the role of women in politizs.

3. It was, however, found that women still face discriminatory
environment to obstruct their role in politics.

4. Almost all of sampled objects held that to improve Thai politics,
women should be given morn chance to participate in politics. Especially, they

should be supported more by their political parties.
