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The purpose of this research was to investigate expected and actual
roles of health instructors as perceived by demonstration school administrators
under the Ministry of University Affairs. Questionnaires were administered to
204 administrators, 170 of whom or 83% responded. The data so obtained
were analyzed by SPSS/PC program for frequency, percentage, means,
standard, deviation, and t-test at .05 of significance.

The findings revezled that:

1. The expected roles of health instructors in all aspects were perceived
as high.

2. The actual roles of health instructors in all aspects were perceived as

moderate.

3. The perception of the expected and actual roles of health instructors

was statistically different at .05 level.
