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Presently, the legal or punitive l_aws relating to domestic violence are
grounded in criminal laW and rely on punitive provisions of fines and
incarceration to address and deter the issue. However, using a purely punitive
approach grounded in criminal law to resolve a problem such as domestic
violence may not be the appropriate solution. A more sound approach would
be to adapt a punitive concept which embraces therapy or rehabilitation for the
criminal. Therefore, the objectives of this study focus on addressing domestic
violence with punitive criminal law that uses the restorative justice concept in
administering punishment of the offender.  Restorative justice is a
peacemaking criminology method that is conceptually based in the fact that all
parties are affected from criminal conduct which includes the perpetrator, the
victims, and the communities. The central point beiﬁg that all those affected

should participate in solving problem together.
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In order to use the concept of restorative justice in cases relating to
domestic violence the varying levels of violence should be clearly identified in
order to justify suitable law. Restorative justice uses the method of bargaining
by mediator between the victim-offender and the offender. It will be
responsibility of the offender to make retribution to the victim based on the
varying level of violence; severe, medium or low violent ranking. The present
guidelines of using restorative justice in punishmen: of the offender are not
adequate or grounded in legal code. The ways of using restorative justices are

1) Rehabilitation

2) Corrections

3) Prevent from the reoccur of the violence
4) Improve the relationship of the couple.

This analyst’s recommendation for this type of violence is to study the
different levels of violence in order to identify suitable law for adequately
addressing the different levels of violence. The handling of domestic violence
cases should center on mediation caring the weight of law and be similar to
what the police currently try to do without the force of law. A husband repair
institute should be established to promote the rehabilitation of domestic
violence criminals. Justice and public prosecutors should be empowered
decision makers employed io identify appropriate punishment and treatment of
the offenders in the mean time. In the future, family courts should be
responsible for rendering judgment in domestic violence cases. Furthermore,
the utilization of family courts will be highly beneficial and more sensitive to

the restorative justice process.
