‘Tte purpose of this thesis was to identify roles of Spcrts Authority of
Thailand (SAT) in developing and promoting the country’s sports fram its
conception as the Sports Organization of Thailand (SOT) to the present

{1964-2000 A.D.).

The results of the study indicated that the Sports Authority of Thailand
was successful, to a certain level, in promoting Thais to exercise mavre than
thew norrally did. Important obstacles included and inappropriate funding
such that it could not accommodate all major activities planned in accordance
with the policy, redundancy of jobs being performed, and lack of professional
personnel. In addition, an obsolete database, lack of cooperation from all

parties involved in systematic monitoring and evaluation, and unclear roles
and job description of responsible people not only slowed down the

development of sport in our nation but also turned it into a government

monopoly with relatively many problems remaining to be answered.
