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The purpose of this research was to explore and compare independent
occupational values of Ramkhamhaeng University students. A sample of
1,000 students was randomly selected, using stratified random sampling, from
the population of 119,370 Ramkhamhaeng University students. The
instrument used in this study was a rating-scaled questionnaire, developed by
the researcher. All questionnaires or 100% were returned and analyzed in
terms of frequency, percentages, means, standard deviation, t-test and one-
way analysis of variance. If the results were significantly different at the .05

level, Scheffé’s post hoc comparison was used to test the pair mean value.
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The results were as follows:

1. The students’ independent occupational values were at a high level
in having independence, an opportunity for creativity and earnings, but at a
moderate level in services and surroundings.

2. Male and female students differed significantly in their independent
occupational values in having independence at the .05 level.

3. Students majoring in different areas of specialization showed
different values at the statistical significance of .05 in terms of independence,
originality, earnings, altruism, and surroundings.

4. Students in different levels showed different values at the statistical
significance of .05 in terms of independence, originality, earnings and
surroundings.

5. Students with different grade point averages showed different values
at the statistical significance of .05 in terms of independence, originality and
earnings.

6. Students whose father and mother’s occupations were different
showed different values at the statistical significance of .05 in terms of
independence, originality and services.

7. Students whose father and mother’s educational levels were different
showed different values at the statistical significance of .05 in terms of

independence.
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8. Students whose father and mother’s earnings were different showed
different values at the statistical significance of .05 in terms of independence,
originality and earnings.

9. Students differing in present occupation showed different values at
the statistical significance of .05 in terms of independence, originality and
earnings.

10. Students’ different choice of occupation after graduation showed
different values at the statistical significance of .05 in terms of independence,

originality, earnings, services, and surroundings.
