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The present constitution of Law of Thailand is the political
reform significantly for the purpose of political change of politicians to
be public politics. Such concept is based on the administration principle
in the democracy system which belongs to people by people and for
people. According to the above principle, there are various factors
mvolving with the participation of people in the politics, e.g. people’s
education, nation’s development, communication, income distribution,
opportunity distribution and power distribution. These factors are
collectively called “People’s Political Cultures”. The main idea of
democracy system from the draft constitution of kingdom of Thailand,
the first issue in B.E. 2475 (A.D.1932) to the present issue, has
cmphasized that the sovereignty belonged to the people in general

and/or came from the people in general.
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The above principle came from the western the concept of learned man
possessing the political science, belief, moral, way of life, spirit and political
culture which are different from the east, especially in the nation where it has
been administrated by the emperor system and held by different religious
principles.

It 1s said that the western countries are democratic state in the
Christain society. However, Thailand is characterized as state country.
According to the Hindu state and Budhist society, it differentiates the
development of people’s participation in the politics, regardless of direct
sovereignty, mixed sovereignty or representative sovereignty. Thailand’s
political society is convinced by leader. It is the agricultural society. It
is the water society. It is the king worship society. It is the society
under the Buddhism’s influence without objecting to other religions. It is
simple, forgiving, friendly, supporting and big family society.

When the said characteristics are applied with the political reform
under the present constitutional law of Thailand which sets up a lot of
free organizations, it enables people to elect the Senate and House of
Representatives, to propose the draft laws, to remove the politicians, to
express public opinions, to make public criticism and to form political
parties.

Therefore, Thai society’s good characteristics are to be applied
with the concept of western political institutions. When it is blended, it
becomes the participation of politics in Thai Style. However, it is now

under the transformation process and the people have to learn, try the
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right and wrong ways and gain more experiences, then it becomes the
political culture which shall transmit from the present to the new
generation in the future.

Thus the purpose of political reform is to enable people to have
more participation in the politics under the present constitutional law of
Thailand. It 1s like the huge lesson and exercise to be participated by
the people and supported by the government sector for the education,
public relation and course of study at all levels from kindergarten to
university. The new organizational culture must be created in all
political institutions so that the people will have love, possession and
realization that the people’s power is the only key mechanism to
develop the politics and administration, especially the transition of
development of political participation to the new generation under the
rapid change of society, in order to be consistent with the globalization
and high development of telecommunication at all levels. Then, the
people’s direct sovereignty shall play more important role while the
social mechanism always supports the existence of conservation,
tradition, custom, way of life and spirit of Thailand.

It is summarized that the development of people’s participation in
politics shall step into the international society with internationalization,
but continue to maintain Thailand’s uniqueness, reputation and culture

forever and ever.
