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The research was aimed at examining 1) achieved developmental

~ tasks of early adulthood students from adolescence to early adulthood; 2)
identifying their adjustment behavior; 3) comparing achieved developmentali
tasks and adjustment behavior of the early adulthood students with different
achieved developmental tasks in the adolescence stage; and, 4) determining
whether any relationships existed between the achieved developmental tasks

and adjustment behavior of the early adulthood students.
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Subjects for this study were 397 Ramkhamhaeng University students,

aged 13-30, who enrolled in the 1999 academic year. They were classified by
specific random sampling. The research instrument was a 4-part
questionnaire: demographic data, an achieved developmental task test for
adolescence and for early adulthood, and an adjustment behavior test.
Percentage, mean ()_(), standard deviation (S.D.), t-test and Pearson’s product-
moment correlation were used for data analysis.

The research findings were as follows:

1) The students displayed achieved developmental tasks in both the
adolescence stage and the early adulthood at a high level.

2) The students’ adjustment behavior was at a middle level.

3) The students with achieved developmental tasks significantly
exhibited favorable adjustment behavior at the .001 level.

4) There were significant positive correlations between achieved
developmental tasks and adjustment behavior of the early adulthood students

at the .01 level and by mean of a correlation value of .57.
