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The study of legal problems involving the Mob Control in a peaceful
cssembly by the police reveals the composition of various laws such as: The
Constitution Law of Thailand B.E 2540, The Highway Act B.E. 2535, The
~dvertising with amplifiers Act 2493, in case of emergency, Martial Law
Declaration and the Anti-Communist Act B.E. 2495, together with the
Governmental Policy emphasizing on the rule of mercy combine with the rules
of law. However, in actual practice all these said laws could not be fully
enforced due to a mass assembly of people and there is no specific enforceable
law,

Besides this the law enforcers encountered emotional problems and
were unable to control their anxieties, insufficient manpower, equipment, lack
ot efficient information gathering beneficial to mob control, not enough mass

psychological and psychiatric feedback. Crowds were instigating the mob to
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use violence against The law enforcers that were doing their best to control the
situation. The National Policy is to use discretion in decision making, as the
media was supplying false information to the public, the Government and
Opposition were taking sides, and outsiders with bad intentions were trying to
create violence.

In order to elevate the efficiency of the law enforcers, the researcher
offers the following: Since there is no specific mob control law on the books,
the Government should take urgent steps to eliminate mob situations by having
sufficiently trained manpower from various specialized services to deal with
mob control, increase the manpower, use volunteers to infiltrate the assembly
to gather information and movements, strictly instruct and expedite the
performance of government officials, public relations informing the general
public about the negative results from this type of assembly, should inform the
general public where to conveniently petition complaints, and should pass a
law controlling public assembly; such as, prohibit assembly being held near
important government buildings, prohibit assembling from sunset to sunrise,
someone has to be responsible in every assembly, and the assembly must
request permission in writing at least 7 days in advance, assembly must be
orderly and not obstruct the flow of traffic, held in areas approved by the
goverﬁment, and should there be any violations of the law whatsoever, the

authorities have the right to terminate and close down the assembly and

facilities.
