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The purpose of this research was tc study a motivations for students to
pursue a bachelor's degree at the University of the Thai Chamber of Commerce
(UTCC) in 4 aspects namely : personal rationale, other related person support,
institutional characteristics and student’s expectation. The comparison of the
motivation for students to pursue a bachelor's degree which were considered as
9 independent variables classified by faculty, grade point average, number of
examination(s) taken to enter UTCC, rank of preference for faculty, previous

experience(s) in studying in other institutions, domicile, parents or guardians
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educational background, parents'or guardians’ occupations and parents' or
guardians’ income per month.

The samples of three nundred and seventy five students were selected by
proportional stratified random sampling from the population of the freshmen of
2003 academic year at UTCC. The rating scale questionnaire was constructed as
a tool to collect data with the reliabily of 0.79. The statistics used to analyze the
data were percentage, mean, standard deviation, One-way analysis of variance.

The results were as follows:

1. The studerts' motivation towards their decision to pursue a bachelor's
degree at UTCC were at the moderate level in overall and the aspect of other
related person support, while personal rationale, institutional characteristics, and
student’ s expectation were at high level.

2. The students who were in different faculty had shown their different
motivation in the aspect of personal rationale at the statistical significant level
of 0.05 but the rest of the independent variables had no effect on the motivation
in the aspect of personal rationale at the 0.05 level of statistical significant
difference.

3. The students who were in different faculty and whose parents' or
guardians'educational background was also different had shown their different
motivation in the aspect of other related person support at the statistical significant

level of 0.05 but the rest of the independent variables had no effect on the
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motivation in the aspect of other related person support at the 0.05 levei of
statistical significant difference.

4. The students who were in different faculty, had different grade point
average and had presented different rank of preference for faculty had shown
their different motivation in the aspect of institutional characteristics at the
statistical significant level of 0.05 but the rest of the independent variables had
no effect on the motivation in the aspect of institutional characteristics at the
0.05 level of statistical significant difference.

5. The students who were in different faculty had shown their different
motivation in the aspect of students'expectation at the statistical significant level
of 0.05 but the rest of the independent variables had no effect on the motivation

in the aspect of students'expectation at the 0.05 level of statistical significant

difference.
