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This study attempted to provide a practical to problems obstructing the
worker control and the implementation of Thai immigration policies. Data in
support of this goal were elicited from 100 person to Immigration officers 2
offices about 20 and the sample group included 80 entrepreneurs in Bangkapi
districts. Documents, interviews and open-ended questionnaires were employed.
Statistical analysis of there responses was Limited to the use of percentages
and means the research findings are:

1. The research revealed that endeavors to control illegal immigration
in to Thailand in 1996, 1998, 1999 and 2001 amounted to interim policies

with severely limited means of achieving the stated objective. Several factors
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contributed to this in effectiveness: Lack of cooperation among government
agencies and officers, understaffing, inadequate budget and the failure of the
government to educate the public about the problems caused by employment
of illegal immigrants.

2. The research strongly suggested the implementation of practical,
evaluated the performance of the immigration and worker control Labor
officers for the government policies successful to target: and reform to
practical for illegal.

3. Entrepreneur’s Opinion reflects that laws on illegal immigrant
workers were not suitable. There was corruption and lack of coordination
among the government bodies concerned. The utilization of illegal immigrant
workers will present negative effects on the society, economy and politics.
The peoples have different about social and economic impacts depending on

their experiences regarding the products, quality and number of illegal

immigrant workers.
