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The purposes of this study were: 1) to study college environment, stress
management and stress of navy nurse student 2) to compare stress
management of navy nurse student of different college environment
3) to compare stress of navy nurse student of different college environment
4) to study relationships between stress and stress management of navy nurse
student

The subject consisted of 112 navy nurse students, in second semester,
academic year 2003, of Royal Naval Nurse College. Data were gathered by means
of questionnaires which were divided into 3 parts: college environment, stress

management and stress of navy nurse student.
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The analysis techniques used in this study were: percentage, mean, standard
deviation, t-test and Pearson’s Product Moment correlation coefficient.

The findings were as follow: 1) there were significant differences
(p <.05) in stress management between navy nurse student who experienced
different levels of college environment 2) there were significant differences
(p <.05) in stress between navy nurse student who experienced different levels
of college environment and 3) there was no relationship between stress and

stress management.
